regulations; only a royal decree can accomplish
this. Royal decrees are seldom granted in connection
with List A games. Since the issuance of the act in
1935 there has only been one such royal decree
related to it, issued the same year as the act.

The second category of gambling games and
activities are those on List B. This list includes
many conventional games such as snooker, mahjong,
bingo and contests between animals that are not
considered cruel or torturous, such as horse racing
and cock fighting without spurs. Some casino games
such as blackjack are on List B. Also included in
List B are lotteries, raffles and sweepstakes.

Games on list B may be legally licensed on ‘an
individual basis. Under Ministerial Regulation No 17,
BE 2503 (1960) a licence may be granted in Bangkok
by a commissioned police officer with the rank of
inspector or higher. Elsewhere in the country

= For gambling activities not specifically mentionec
on List A or List B of the act, such as betting or
sports, the maximum punishment is a jail tern
of one year and a fine of up to 1,000 baht.
